The Master Course on Quantum 
Science and Technology (QST) -  

offered jointly by LMU and TUM - is open 
for students with a Bachelor’s degree in 

physics, mathematics, chemistry, informatics 
and engineering. It covers all areas of QST 

from basic research to applications.

Unconscious bias trainings, such as 
talks, workshops and coachings aim 
to sensitize all MCQST members to 
inequality and discrimination issues. 

To support minorities we offer  
individual coaching and training.

With its 300 000 € budget the START 
Fellowship enables PostDocs to estab-
lish their own research project over a 

period of two years. 
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Distinguished Lecturer awards are given 
biannually to outstanding scientists in the field.
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
